Raising HOPE, one 

of the ministryôs new parenting classes for moms,                     

encourages and equips mothers as they go through each 

stage of parenting. Family Fun Nights are themed-based 

evenings where parents and kids can relax together, 

share a meal and activity, and just have fun.
